To deliver a customer-focussed service.

To deal effectively with all contact, including 999 calls, to the Communications
Suite, by eliciting and recording the required information, using Force Systems,
providing advice and resolving issues by telephone where possible at First Point
of Contact.

Evaluate the urgency of incidents, making decisions in line with the graded
response guidelines in line with the National Decision Model (NDM) and other
policies. Instigate suitable actions via force computer systems and provide
advice to members of the public on scene preservation, forensic policies and
procedures in order to promote a consistent approach to crime investigation and
aid crime detection.

To carry out an investigation to initial crime / incident reports and updates to
comply with National Standards. To appraise the supervisor with regard to
current caseloads and the progress of individual investigations



5. To manage the incident demand, to manage the list of resources available to
attend incidents, where necessary making the decision to divert resources from
one incident to another based on threat, harm, risk and vulnerability.

6. To gather and disseminate information and intelligence to identify trends and
patterns.

7. To contribute to the development and implementation of policies and procedures
within the Communications Suite.

8. Monitor and record digital talk groups and the Automatic Number Plate
Recognition and other systems as required, maintaining accurate computerised
records of transmissions where required and respond to officers requests and
calls for assistance.

9. To encourage and maintain liaison between other emergency services, service
providers, community partners, Local Policing Areas, other Specialist
Departments and the Communication Suite, offering advice when required.

10. Monitor motorway and other breakdown telephones and cameras taking action
with regard to traffic flows — including obstructions, breakdowns, abnormal loads
and accidents — in support of partner agencies.

11.Monitor CCTV cameras, where appropriate and required, and where necessary,
provide relevant information to resources attending the scene in order for action
to be taken.

12.When required, perform Communications Suite duties in other specialist facilities
to support incidents and events.

13.To attend court, and other appropriate proceedings, where necessary to give
evidence in relation to incidents or records created.

14.Undertake the responsibility of logging and reporting faults to the relevant
department.

15.To promote and adhere to Gwent Police's Equal Opportunities Policy to support
the development of a diverse workforce

16.To take reasonable care of own and others' safety; to co-operate with managers
/supervisors in complying with statutory health and safety duties; to report
incidents, accidents, faults etc. To fully participate in the performance appraisal
process.



17.To carry out the role of Tutor in any area within the Communications Suite, to
assess colleagues in the skills required, providing feedback and documenting
outcomes in relation to this process.

18.To attend full training days and inputs as required in line with the working
agreement in place for attendance (duration and location)

Special Circumstances:

1. Gwent Police is a non-smoking organisation.

2. This role requires employees to work a shift pattern which covers the operational
24/7 requirement.

3. All potential staff to Gwent Police must display the qualities to be able to work in
an organisation with minority groups and provide a service to minority groups in
communities.
